Dear Friends, 

In fairly recent  years we, in the Reformed tra-

dition, have been blessed by joining those of 

other traditions on their journeys through Lent. 

And many of us have found it a good journey 

to embark upon. No longer is Lent just about 

abstaining from luxuries such as chocolate but 

it is also about gaining through study, and more 

and more this has happened through ecumeni-

cal Lent Groups. 

The period of Lent is really about discipline. 

Jesus had to discipline himself during his temp-

tation in the wilderness. Here during those 40 

days before he began his ministry in earnest, he 

had to learn to put aside all that would distract 

him from the work God, the Father, was to put 

before him. 

But what about us? As Christians, as followers, 

disciples of Jesus, how disciplined are we? Can 

we set aside the distractions that so easily 

tempt us away from the life God requires of 

us? Let me explain. 

Many of you know the wonderful setting in 

which our Centre at Keld is situated. If you 

don‘t then I‘m sure you can picture some fa-

vourite scene in your mind, a scene that holds 

your attention, a scene that draws you to soak 

up its beauty. Well, the scene outside the Keld 

Centre early one morning was like that. The 

sun was gleaming on the grass and pheasants 

and rabbits were about in the field at the base 

of the rolling hills of Swaledale. There was a 

real sense of peace and tranquillity in the morn-

ing air and it drew me to linger and enjoy more. 

Yet I had risen early to pray and had come out 

to go into the chapel to do so. It would have 

been so easy to stay in the sunshine and revel in 

the glory of God‘s creation but deep down the 

call was to step aside and pray. It was a diffi-

cult, hard step into the chapel that morning, not 

because there is a high step but because I did 

not want to go in. And yet, the solace and the 

peace that came out of that prayer time was, in 

fact, the greater, for here even God‘s creation 

was no distraction; there was room only for 

God himself.   

Lent can take us on a journey of discovery, a 

journey leading towards God, a journey leading 

us deeper into his ways. But it can be a difficult 

step onto that road for we will need to set aside 

other activities or interests and find time to be 

with God. Yet, it can be well worth it. 

Why not set off with others and join a Lent 

Course or find some bible notes which take you 

daily through Lent?

Tributes flow to Czech Protestant who championed 

justice     Geneva  February 1st  

The Revd Milan Opocensky, a Protestant theologian from 
the Czech Republic who led the World Alliance of Re-
formed Churches during the decade that followed the 
collapse of communism in eastern Europe, has died 
aged 75. "Milan will go down in the history of the Alliance 
as a very committed leader and scholar who placed eco-
nomic justice squarely on the agenda of WARC member 
churches," said WARC general secretary, the Revd Setri 
Nyomi. His predecessor died in Prague on 31 January, 
after a brief illness. 

Putin: It's religion and nuclear weapons that protect 

Russia      Moscow February 7th  

Russian President Vladimir Putin has said his country's 
internal and external security depends upon two things - 
its traditional religions and its nuclear forces. "These 
themes are closely connected because both the tradi-
tional faiths of the Russian Federation and Russia's nu-
clear shield are two things that strengthen Russian state-
hood and create the necessary conditions for ensuring 
the country's internal and external security," Putin said at 
a media conference. "And it is therefore possible to ar-
rive at a clear conclusion as to what the state's attitude 
should be towards these two areas, both today and in the 
future."

Jars of Change for Jars of Water 

Water is something that we use every single day, often without thinking about it. We use it for drinking, 

washing, cooking, flushing our toilets and we even have the luxury of using water for our gardens and to 

swim in. In total, each of us in the UK uses up to 150 litres of water a day. For one sixth of the world’s 

population collecting enough water to survive dominates their lives. 

Over one billion people do not have access to safe drinking water and 2.6 billion have nowhere safe to go 

to the toilet. Please take a moment to think about how different your day would have been if you had to 

walk for several hours to collect dirty, unsafe water before you and your family could drink, eat or wash 

this morning. Now think about how different your day would have been if instead of 150 litres of water, 

you had just 10 litres to use for drinking, cooking and washing. Grace Nakacwa faced this reality every 

day, she is 11 years old and lives with her family in Zziba in Uganda. 

“Before we had the pump it was very dangerous collecting water at the old pond as there were boards 

across it for us to balance on. I was always worried the boards would give way and I would fall in and 

drown. I didn’t realise there was any danger in drinking the old water.” 

Life has now changed for Grace as her village has benefited from a WaterAid project integrating clean, 

safe drinking water, sanitation and hygiene education. Local children now have the time to go to school in-

stead of spending hours collecting water. 

It costs just £15 for WaterAid to help provide one person in the developing world with access to safe 

water, sanitation and hygiene education. 

WaterAid is a charity committed to helping communities work themselves out of poverty. Clean drinking 

water is essential to life and is a basic human right. Without access to safe water and sanitation people in 

the developing world are caught in a cycle of ill health and poverty. WaterAid works closely with commu-

nity members and local partners in 17 countries to help some of the poorest people in the world gain access 

to clean water, sanitation and hygiene education. 

East Cleveland Group will be raising much needed funds for WaterAid during lent this year. We will be 

collecting Jars of Change for Jars of water to help change the lives of more people like Grace.

Methodist Church hall the weekly afternoon 

Club Rev meets accommodating about 35-40 

Nunthorpe School pupils who finish early on a 

Friday. St Mary’s hold a monthly youth event 

on a Friday evening when the GQ band play.  

(GQ, Good Question, is made up of three of the 

team members). 

The work is growing and good relationships are 

being developed with many non church young-

sters in the area. The hope is that the work can 

continue and develop into discipling young 

people from across the area. 

It is also hoped to develop children’s work, al-

though this does not come under the banner of 

YFC. But in churches working together where 

both children and youth are concerned the more 

likely we are to be successful. Please continue 

to pray for the work.
